Life is a Spiritual Journey 

Everyone is on a spiritual journey. All of us constantly seeking meaning, 

purpose, and connection in our lives.  Deep in our spirits, we know that we 

are traveling through this life. And deep in our spirits, we also know that 

we need each other on this journey as a community together. It is the only 

way we can make it. 

In May 2024 I went to Spain with my friend Mark Abbott and we walked 

133 miles of the Camino de Santiago. This is an ancient pilgrimage route 

that goes way back to the first century. The legend is that Saint James, one 

of the Apostles of Jesus, walked from France 500 miles into Spain to a city 

that now bears his name, Compostela de Santiago. Along the way, St. 

James preached the gospel of God’s love and freedom.   

Tracing the steps of Saint James—one step at a time— in sun and rain: in 

wind and chill provided a lot of time for reflecting on my life.  I wanted to 

know how St. James would have presented the Gospel.   How was it 

transformational in the hearts of his listeners?

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St. James would not have focused on the gospel as 

“sin management.” That is how it is unfortunately 

presented in our time.   Jesus wasn’t trying to get 

everyone to behave and “settle down.” He sought 

to set people free. Free in their our hearts to know 

God and to care for their neighbors.  In a time 

when over 60% of the Roman world’s citizens were 

enslaved or indentured to servitude, the message 

that human beings are loved by God and given the 

freedom to think, act and be was quite a radical 

idea. Consider that 

women were treated as 

property and how the 

stories of Jesus who 

treated women with 

respect and dignity would 

have given them great 

hope. This is the message 

that changed the world 

then; it changes the world 

now.  

There are many things 

that I learned on the 

Camino. One is that the 

way can sometimes be 

hard. We walked up some 

pretty steep hills and 

down some pretty deep 

valleys. We walked in all kinds of weather. You just 

have to take one faithful step at a time. And you 

keep repeating it. You open your eyes and you 

see such beauty. 

But I also cherish the sense of community that I 

received on the Camino.  Every day we came 

across a couple hundred people walking along 

with us on the Camino. They’re all walking with 

their own reasons. Some were spiritual, and some 

were not, they were just walking. That was fine. 

But everyone would say to you “Buen Camino”  or, 

good walk. I never felt unsafe because I sensed a 

great community of others walking the path. 

I met people from over 30 different countries. 

Sometimes Mark and I had In-depth conversations 

with these fellow travelers. We made many friends.  

We often encountered little shrines that were 

remembrance of pilgrims who once walked 

there and had passed on 

to the next life.  We 

rested on walls that were 

made by hands from 

ancient times. There was a 

very profound sense of an 

inclusive, accepting 

community where our 

spirituality was a universal 

truth to share rather than 

as something dividing us.  

I needed to make that 

walk on the Camino de 

Santiago. I hope to walk 

there again one day. But 

even now I am on a 

walk—a Camino—as we 

all are. All of us are on a 

spiritual journey, and we 

are doing it together. We 

need each other. We need 

those times of worship 

with hymns and scripture 

and prayer and Holy Communion.  We need to 

encourage one another on this walk and look for 

the things that unite us instead of dividing us. 

And there is great freedom in that.  And we find 

that the spirit of Christ unites us as one in a 

profound sense of peace.
